Nehemiah Trumpet Call: Annual Report 2008-2009  
Dear Friends and Co-laborers in Messiah, 
Shalom and blessings to you as we begin 2009! I pray that this year will be one of spiritual renewal and 
breakthrough in each area of your life. God remains faithful even when we are faithless, and we believe 
that all His promises to His children are fulfilled in Christ. What an encouragement and fellowship! 
All of us at Operation Nehemiah wish to extend our deepest gratitude to you for standing with us 
throughout 2008. Your prayers and generous financial support have kept us moving ahead in the work 
that God has entrusted to us, and we praise Him for that. As we look forward to all that the coming year 
has in store for the people of Sudan, we are reminded that “unless the Lord builds the house, they labor 
in vain who build it.” 
 
(Psalm 127:1) There is much work to be done in the South Sudan that will continue to challenge us to 
stay close to the Lord through think and thin. Our desire is to see the Church in Sudan strengthened to 
take dominion of the land for Jesus. This requires a steadfast commitment among the families to living 
biblical principles in their homes and communities, and by God’s grace we hope to continue sowing 
seeds of hope that will produce lasting fruit. The past year saw tremendous growth and development to 
New Sudan, and we would like to highlight for you a few of the breakthroughs that defined Operation 
Nehemiah’s vision for 2008-2009. 

 
In our last report, we shared with you the joy of seeing 
the vision that the Lord had gave us in 1993 being 
fulfilled. Ten of thousands of South Sudanese have 
returned from exile to take hold of their country after 25 
yrs in captivity. They have returned to stay and to 
repopulate their once desolate and barren villages. We 
are witnessing God’s restoration of His church and a 
nation in the South Sudan. You are a part of that 
restoration through your giving and prayers.  
 
Prayer answered: During the months of June and 
August Operation Nehemiah shipped two forty feet 
relief containers worth thousands of dollars to the South 

Sudan.  These relief containers donated to Operation 
Nehemiah by Universal Aid Society (Canada) and 
International Children’s Fund, USA  brought in the 
most needed supplies, including   clothing, school 
materials, solar radio receivers, and bicycles for pastors, 
Bibles, sewing machines for widows, boats, and printing 
machines. These goods will help create infrastructure 
for those that have just arrived from exile.

97.3 FM Gospel radio project.  The security fence, studio, 
and solar power installation is currently underway.   
We were able to obtain a total of 3630 watt solar panels from 
Canada with financial support from VCY America.  The 
radio station is now 100% solar powered and we are free 
from dependence on expensive fuel.

plea by donating $15,000 to Operation Nehemiah 
Mission for the project of which the $3,000 covers 
Fencing of 200 Acres part of the 8miles by 8miles 
farm and the remaining $12,000 is to kick start the 
farm project as the focus of ONMI is Rebuilding the 
broken walls of the Sudanese community in 
different aspect of life- in the areas of Agriculture, 
Health and spreading God’s words are the Pillars in 
the rebuilding process of the nation that has 
suffered for over 20 years of Civil War and 
Christian Persecution.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Container Filled and ready to be shipped: God 
has worked through the local Body of Christ here at   
our home base to fill up a 40ft sea- rail container 
with over $200,000.00 worth of materials bound for 
New Sudan. This outpouring of love and generosity 
has been astounding, and a precious reminder of 
what it means to be a part of the family of God. 
Most who contributed their goods to this effort have 
never been to The Sudan, but their faith and love 
will help tremendously in the fight to transform an 

entire culture for Christ!  
The total cost of shipping to New Sudan from the 
port of Boston will be $15,000.00, we are praying 
for the remaining $8,000.00 to be provided this 
July.   
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The Great Commission: Pastor Michael Levi   
faithfully shepherds his growing flock day after 
day as senior Pastor of Congregation Beth Israel 
on the Nile. The people of New Sudan are 
turning to the Lord in large numbers and rely on 
the church for teaching, fellowship, material 
support, and biblical counseling. Pastor Levi 
ministers tirelessly among broken families and 
individuals, many of whom are suffering under 
bondage to alcoholism and other addictions. He 
recently related this testimony:  
   “A desperate mother and father came to the 
church last Sunday with their son, an alcoholic 
young man in his early twenties. For many years 
this family had sought relief for their son’s 

addiction at the hands of witchdoctors and other 
pagan means. They were told that their son had 
been cursed at an early age by an angry neighbor 
and was without hope. Then they heard about the 
church and that people are being healed of their 
diseases, so they came seeking a cure. After 
speaking at length with them about their need for 
salvation, I prayed over their son and he was 
instantly delivered from his bondage! We are now 
ministering the gospel to them and have received 
them into fellowship”. 
  
Our current summer challenge is to raise $50,000.00 to address a number of important projects.  

·  $10,000.00 for agricultural development in Beth Israel Ako  
·  $7,000 for church building construction  
·  $3000.00 for tractor repair  
·  $3000.00 for well drilling  
·  $7,500.00 for general operations staff support  
·  $3500, field vehicle maintenance  
·  $3000 for completing mission house in 
·   $8000 Shipping cost for the container 
·  $5000 Missions trip in August
