We recognize that Secular institutions and programs cannot provide the 
peace sought by the Nations; the Word of God alone possesses the balm 
and it is incumbent upon us to declare it.   
  Agricultural Development: In the Word of God we find the pattern 
for food security and economic prosperity: “ ������������	
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   It is with this admonition that we endeavor to teach our Sudanese Brothers and Sisters to rebuild their 

Country and cease from dependency on Western aid. The 
problem of hunger in Sudan and around the world is not due 
to a global food shortage as we are told, but rather a lack of 
agricultural knowledge and work ethic. Operation Nehemiah 
is committed to equipping the people of New Sudan with the 
skills they need to overcome “relief dependency syndrome” 
through food production training and Biblical discipleship. 
This is a long term harvest, the fruits of which will be reaped 
in the generations to come.  
  With the surging return of Sudanese exiles to their homeland, 
the need for a local food supply is increasing everyday. 
O.N.’S agricultural team is focused on clearing hundreds of 
acres for fruit orchards and other nutritionally dense crops. 

The team also offers seasonal employment opportunities to the community which is helping to stabilize the 
local economy.  In order for this program to reach it’s full potential this rainy season, we would like to 
present the team with a gift of $ 5000.00 for machinery repairs and seedlings. 

  
 Field Update: We are excited to report the shipment of two 
40ft containers to New Sudan, filled with over $500,000 of 
building supplies, tools, and even a motor boat! These items 
will greatly enhance the Nehemiah Field Clinic, the 
Agricultural Development Team, and other areas of ministry. 
We would like to express our gratitude to generous donors in 
both in Wisconsin, USA, and Victoria, B.C. for their 
dedication to and love for the Body of Christ in The Sudan.  
This shipment comes on the heels of the recent donation of 
$10 million worth of medical supplies, which are already 
ministering to the healthcare needs of thousands.

The clinic building in Borongole – (Beth Israel) has been 
completed. The container with 6 tons of medicine had finally 
arrived and was being unloaded. We reflected that it has 
been 5 years since our Operation Nehemiah team first 
hacked and burned its way through thick brush to the 
present site of the clinic and the mission house.

food, medicine and spiritual support. Now hundreds of acres are 
planted, a church has been built, and the population has swelled 
around our mission.   
 
 Radio Update:  With the completion of the 300ft radio tower in 
2007, we are now looking ahead to the next phase of broadcast development. The station is in need of solar 
panels to power Gospel programming 24 hours a day, 7 days a week. With the coast of gasoline in Southern 
Sudan now at $10.00 a gallon, powering the station off of a fuel run generator is out of the question. We are 
praying for $25,000 to be provided for this solar conversion.  
Here is an amazing testimony from our medical director Dr. Luka Gobi Benson below. He wanted us to share the 

following testimony with you… 
 
“The most exciting news in my life is the very fact that I have 
finished my medical studies so that I can serve my people back 
home.  I do thank God for Operation Nehemiah Education funds 
that underwrite my education tuition from high school to 
University 1998- 2007.  On my official graduation day this past 
February 2008, I was overwhelmed with tears of joy to see my 
mother and my aunt standing alongside me to congratulate me for 
the handwork I have done.”
