As we expected, South Sudan voted 

for the referendum, and history has 

been made.   The world now is 

seeing a new nation emerging from 

the  ashes of war and  the horrors of 

genocide, through stunning 

miracles  on the battlefield and  at 

the peace table on July 9, 2011. 

South Sudan's Christians 

stood  against jihad, resisted 

the  northern Islamic regime, and 

won their freedo m.  

Sudan was one of the world's first regions  to hear the Gospel.   Long before Islam came, 

Judeo- Christian Nubia  was a thriving kingdom.    An independent South Sudan, free in 

Christ, is a modern, democratic, resurrected Nubia. The implications  for the Gospel and true 

liberty are enormous.   By halting the advance of the jihadists, South Sudan not only remains 

free to pursue  Christ, but keeps the heart of sub - Sahara Africa open for  the Gospel.

Through this diabolical 

endeavor, they have succeeded in eroding   the basic institutions   of family and church.   If 

there is anything to be gained for Southern Christians, we must first return  to the biblical 

blueprint for  stren gthening  the home  front  and  rebuilding the Church. These are 

our  foundations, the fulcrum of a thriving society. Everything else we hope to gain hinges 

on them.

R.K.: When Steve and I met William Levi in 1995, his two year old ministry, Operation 

Nehemiah had begun working inside the refugee camps located in Northern Uganda and 

Kenya where hundreds of thousands of displaced, emacia ted South Sudanese, looking like 

the man above, were herded ñ totally dependent on being fed by the UNHCR.   The Bridge 

established a partnership with Operation Nehemiah, in helping sponsor some of their 

outreaches and projects in the camps, and later in th eir effort to rebuild South Sudan as the 

refugees returned to their homeland. Fifteen years later, Operation Nehemiahõs community 

Beth Israel, located near the capital city, Juba, is self supporting through their farm which 

produces bananas, mangos, citrus , cassava, papaya, etc.  (top right),William is inspecting the 

banana plantation.  

 ARE YOU OPTIMISTIC ABOUT THE FUTURE? 

Iõm very optimistic toward the future of the new country of South Sudan as it now is 

independent from the North.   The deal between  the former southern rebels, the Sudan 

Peopleõs Liberation Movement (SPLM), and the Khartoum government of the ruling National 

Congress Party (NCP) ended 22 years of civil war.   The international community including 

the AU, UN, EU, USA and Arab League have  legal obligations in respecting the choice of the 

people of South Sudan. At last, the people will be free to participate in rebuilding their God 

given country without Islamic intimidation.

WHERE DO YOU SEE THE GREATEST CHALLENGES FOR THE FUTURE?  

1.        Materialism and political corr ectness will  be our next battle lines. The history of the 

Christians South Sudan parallels that of American Pilgrims in 1620. They created New 

England as Christians escaping the oppression of the British Monarchy.  

In 1630, on the ship Arbela, Gov. J ohn  Winthrop  penned down this inspiring and 

visionary message for America   titled A City Upon a Hill. He wrote: òThe  Lord will be our 

God and delight to dwell among us, as his owned people and will command a blessing upon 

us in all our ways, so that we s hall see much more of his wisdom, power, goodness, and 

truth then formerly we have been acquainted with. We shall find that the God of Israel is 

among us, when ten of us shall be able to resist a thousand of our enemies, when He shall 

make us a praise and glory, that men shall say of succeeding plantations: the Lord make it 

like that of New England: for we must Consider that we shall be as a City upon a Hill, the 

eyes of all people are upon us; so that if we shall deal falsely with our God in this work we 

have undertaken and so cause him to withdraw his present help from us, we shall be made 

a story and a by word through the world, and we shall open the mouths of enemies to speak 

evil of the way of our God.ó  



America  has abandoned the vision of itõs founders, and is suffering the 

consequences. Iõm concerned that South Sudan will follow in Americaõs footsteps and slip 

into materialism and godlessness, forgetting that it is God who has delivered us from our 

enemies. The constitution of the South Sudan mir rors the secular constitutions of the USA 

and Western Europe, which opens doors to cultural relativism within which Islam thrives. 

This is where we are at in America and the rest of Europe.

the local leaders - a fulfilment of his dream of a thriving community where family and church are 

guided by faith in God, Biblical ethics, and a Judeo-Christian world view.   

        2.           Islamic conquest in times of materialism and political correctness. 

Unfortunately,  South Sudan's eminent President, Mr. Salva Kiir, like most western leaders, 

does not understand the driving force behind Islam.   Islamic is not merely a religion. It is a 

political, economical, social and cultural movement seeking to dominate and control global 

resources. Since the seventh century, Islam has sought to subvert Judeo - Christian 

democratic nations from within by gradually eroding and undermi ning their constitutions. 

They do this by flooding societies over time with propaganda and then super -  imposing 

Sharia Law over existing laws.  

Islam thrives in  countries that forsake Judeo - Christian core values and where the 

culture is dominated by  a secular mindset. If we as a people donõt embrace a Biblical 

world  view, materialism and intellectualism will serve as our  gods and eventually people will 

want something more than that.   The next thing you know, the South Sudan will once again 

be in the grip of Islam.   Below are a couple of examples:  



In Kenya,  Muslims are demanding special treatment and being included in the Kenyan 

Constitution. Their Catholic News Agency states that the proposed Constitution of Kenya is 

òfundamentally flawed ó because it paves the way for abortion on demand and recognizes 

Muslim civil courts. The Catholic bishops have objected. They compare the proposed 

document, backed by the Obama administration, to an egg beginning to go bad.  

In Uganda, Muslims are reje cting a new family law.   Although Muslims make up only 

16% of the population,  they vow to reject a proposed anti - polygamy law on Islamic grounds. 

It is certain that such challenges will also come, sooner or later, to  anti - polygamy laws by 

Muslims in other nations, citing that they are against Islam.   The Ugandan Muslim Supreme 

Council  opposed the Domestic Relations Bill, which proposes, among other things, to 

outlaw polygamy.   Muslim leaders said the proposal violates the Muslim holy book, the 

Koran, which allows Muslim men to marry up to four women.  

 

The leap from rudimentary education into the modern technology age is massive, but necessary to 

make for South Sudan's next generation to enable their nation to compete with the rest of the world.

3.          Iõm concerned that the emerging government of South Sudan will give away our 

sovereignt y to UN control, or serve as a puppet government pandering to UN demands. The 

new President Salva - Kiir should not approve  or grant any more power to the UN and its 

proxy organizations  to micromanage the affairs of the South Sudan and her people. Social 

pro grams sponsored by organizations like UNICEF, WHO, FAO in the South present 

significant obstacles to creating free society composed of self governing citizens.  The U.N.õs 

agenda in South Sudan is driven by Islamic countries seeking special  religious protec tion for 

global Islamic agenda  and the EU's liberal governments  to undermine families and the 

Church in this emerging country.  

The goal is to destroy the social and spiritual fabric of our society by introducing 

government controlled social   programs  that target only women and children as victims of 

a whole  family unit without husbands and fathers playing their God given roles to guide  in 

the  homes.     These UN driven programs are promoting, divorce, sexual immorality and 

eventual dependence on gover nment welfare. They encourage homosexuality and abortion 

on demand to reduce Christian demography. They want to neutralize the  power of 

the  Biblical authority of the Word of God in the South Sudan and around  the world.
