The Nehemiah Trumpet Call (NTC 97.3 FM ) Gospel Ra dio Broadcasting

Currently, Nehemiah trumpet Call has been operating without problem since January 2009. The current
station transmits and covers 40- 50 miles around. The scope of this last trip was to bring this much
anticipated project to a close in order to strengthen the existing coverage by expanding the coverage
area from 40 miles to 100 miles using the 6 bay antenna mounted on a 300ft Radio tower on Mt. Gordon
in Nimule. . We are hoping to reach over 1 million people with the Gospel of Jesus Christ covering both
East and Central Equatorial States of South Sudan and part of northern Uganda. The current 250 watt
transmitter will be amplified by the 6 bay antennas to 8000 watt. Broadcasting will be managed from 24
miles away using an STL studio located at ONMI mission center in Borongole.

Engineer David Firth and | brought our entire families down so that we can concentrate our entire effort in
completing the big radio tower project on Gordon Mts. Even though Engineer David still has to conduct
one more trip to the site to put final touches on the project, we have accomplished a lot. With support of
our local staff on the ground Simon, Benjamin, Peter and James, we were able to set security doors, gate
and windows of the facility housing the solar panels, the transmitter and STL receiver up on Gordon Mts.
We managed to complete both the STL transmission line and Transmitter line to the top of the 300ft
tower. Aviation lights are having been mounted on top of the tower to keep airplanes and flying object
away from crushing into the tower. We also completed wiring the transmission room housing the
Transmitter, surge controllers, inverters. We managed to mount a structure on top of the transmission
house at the site of the tower site hold 8 solar panels (1320 watts) to power this equipment.

And while we were on the ground, we distributed over 200 solar fix tune radios to the South Sudanese
Army of the SPLA of the Artillery Division.
