The Community we serve was blessed |ast year to
receive 360 pounds of honey from the hives
constructed in 2005. Honey isliquid gold in South
Sudan, and its raw form promotes restorative health
with its many nutritional benefits. It also provides
income and skill development to the beekeepers.

In the January of 2007, the women and children of
the Church rgjoiced to put up hundreds of pounds of
precious sweet potatoes and relished the amost
forgotten tastes of lemons, oranges, and papayas.

The Agricultural team worked hard during the rainy
season to clear land for the planting of additional fruit
orchards and root crops that will be enjoyed for years
to come, in addition to caring for our growing herd of
friendly cattle (posing at right).
