It has been the Hand of God through your participation in
good works that enable us to accomplish this long anticipated historic Mission trip to the South Sudan. We have
seen the provision of God and protection over our lives as we spent 3 weeks ministering God’s word to His flock in
Borongole, Beth Israel and Kerepi community in Pageri Payam, Eastern Equatoria State of the South Sudan. All of
us arrived healthy and left healthy with much work accomplished. We have no regret what so ever to What ever
was not accomplished on this trip. We give God the Glory for what has been accomplished and what has not been
accomplished. This is His work and we are his workmanship. Upon our arrival at ONMI Mission center in
Borongole, we got warm and jubilant reception from families and community who intercepted us half a mile way
from the mission center.

In all of this, the highlight of the mission trip was summed up on November 22 at the Nile Beth Israel Messianic
Congregation as we participated and conducted baptism by emersion in Eyibi River of 58 repentant souls, officiated
over 4 marriages, dedicated 27 children to the Lord and part took communion with almost a thousand people in the
Sunday service. We distributed 250 copies of the Pocket Gideon New Testaments, 58 books “ Growing in Maturity
“ a discipleship book by Messianic Jewish author, Dr. Daniel Juster, 300 wooden crosses a contribution , and 200
fix tune solar receivers from Galcom International. We are very grateful for the indigenous leadership of the
congregation vested in Pastor Michael Levi. Seeing the work of God in His life, family and as a pastor is a vision
and dream of Operation Nehemiah coming to pass
